To whatever degree
conditions may, at times, force us indoors—such as weather, darkness, or town life—we must regard this
as a second-best necessity and never as a satisfactory substitute for the experiences we can have
outdoors. OSG is not affiliated with either the Boy Scouts of America or the Girls Scouts of the USA. We
are members of the World Federation of Independent Scouts (WFIS) and as such are not in competition
with other American scouting associations. We are simply siblings in scouting.
